· Student Achievement in Literacy: Reading increased from 3B to 3A average and Writing increased to 3B. Our school goal is to reach 4B-4P in Reading and 3A-4B in Writing by the end of the year.
· We have introduced Inquiry Learning in Topic study, giving students more choice in what they study. Some classes are yet to get this underway but most have.
There are some exciting end-of-term events coming up, including two concerts that the school will pay for. I’m sure students will enjoy these. There is also the end-of-term student social on 13 July. Term ends on July 15 and Term 3 will start on 1 August.
