Hello, Kia Ora, Talofa Lava, Namaste!

Well spring is finally here and we’re almost at the end of Term 3. It’s been a busy term as usual.  All classes have been working towards the Football World Cup cultural items which we’ll be showcasing in the last week of Term 3. A separate letter will come shortly with details about the show and ticket sales. There are only two shows, Tuesday 21 September and Thursday 23 September, so be quick!
On 16 August staff from all schools attended a presentation by Dr Bill Rogers on behaviour management strategies. Some of these would apply really well at home as well and I thought I’d share them with you. 

One of the strategies that Dr Rogers taught us was raising awareness of wrong or negative behaviours and actually teaching children the correct behaviour. So:

· Identify and describe the behaviour

· Direct and model the required behaviour

· Get children to practise the required behaviour
He also suggested that if adults (Parents/teachers) are confident, positive, calm, respectful, and maintain the dignity of the child, it is more likely that they can repair and rebuild relationships and move on. 
Negative or inappropriate behaviours must be addressed by adults and the required behaviours taught. Ootherwise, as he put it, ‘the consequential chicken will come home to roost’.
I believe this last point is important to note – occasionally we meet parents who make excuses for their children’s negative and bullying behaviours. What message is this giving the child?

We are using these strategies and together with our ’Positive Behaviour 4 Learning’ process, we want to put the emphasis back on learning and teaching instead of behaviour management at our school.

Try Bill’s strategies and see if over time you notice any change.
