	· Understanding use of punctuation

· Enhance writing skills

· Builds parent/child relationship

· Encourages visualization

· Opens channels of communication between child and parent

· Helps parent establish their child’s academic ability/position of learning

· Encourages further reading

· Homework can be difficult for children who can’t read or have difficulty sitting still or who ‘explode’ when you mention they have got something wrong
· Establishing a set start/finish time for reading
· Learning to read better myself, will be better for me to help my child
· Homework – providing the text
· I need help with selecting books that my son can read

· Just making time with all my children. Getting them to read to each other and me.

· Get rid of the term homework – negative connotations. Homework shouldn’t be an extension of school work, should be what they want to do, pursue interests.
